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1. Getting to The K-Hotel

 The direct limousine bus from Incheon Airport is recommended for participants who might not be 

familiar with the area. 

・Incheon Airport to The K-Hotel (bus runs 3 times a day). It is recommended that you take this bus if 

you can.   

・If you are unable to take the hotel bus, you can take the limousine bus from Incheon Airport to Yangjae

（every 15 to 25 minutes） 

・Shuttlebus from Yangjae station to The K-Hotel (every 20 minutes). In order to get to the shuttlebus 

stop you will need to walk quite a distance. It is recommended that you take a taxi (which will cost 

around 4100 won) instead. 

・On August 24 (Friday), AFC staff will be stationed at the following areas during the specified time slots. 

Please do not hesitate to ask us for assistance. AFC staff will be wearing a blue AFC polo shirt.  

Incheon Airport terminal 1 hotel limousine bus stop (4B), 8:30-12:00. 

Yangjae bus stop and shuttlebus boarding area, 9:00-17:00.

 The closest subway station is Yangjae Citizen’s Forest Station on the Sinbundang Line. It is a 5- 

minute walk from the station to the gate of the hotel, but there is a long slope to climb to get to the 

hotel building. Walking from the station is not recommended if you have a lot of luggage.  

 From Gimpo Airport, you can take the subway (no. 9 line) to the Express Bus Terminal station, then 

transfer to the no. 3 line that runs to Yangjae station.  

 Taxi from Gimpo Airport will take approximately one hour and costs 30,000 won by meter. There 

will be surcharges for premium black taxies.  

 The taxi driver might not know where The K-Hotel is. Just in case, have a copy of the map below 

ready to show the driver. The hotel used to be known as the “Seoul Education Center.”

 A hard copy of the conference proceedings (program and abstracts) and CD-ROM (with full papers 

and presentation materials) will be distributed to all participants upon registration.  

 

Presentations   

 Each presentation should be at most 15 minutes long. There will be an additional 5 minutes 

for Q&A after the presentation, but depending on the session chair the Q&A might be scheduled at 

the end of the session for all of the presenters.  

 Each presentation room is equipped with a screen, projector, and Windows computer. 

 As there is no copy machine available, please be sure to make and bring your own copies of any 

materials for distribution. There are usually 10 to 20 people attending each session.   

 Papers and presentation materials which have been uploaded can be viewed on the distributed CD-

ROM, as well as from the Conference Agenda page on the AFC online system.  

 In order to prevent compatibility-related problems, it is recommended that you prepare your paper 

as a PDF file and save it on a USB thumb drive for use with the computer that the AFC has prepared 

for presentation purposes.  

 It is possible to connect your own computer to the projector, but Mac users will need to bring their 

own adapter.  

 

Awards 

 Out of 127 submissions, 20 Best Papers were selected by the AFC Academic Committee. The Best 

Papers will be published in a collection entitled “Toward the Future of Asia: My Proposal Vol. 4,” which 

will be published in March 2019.

 For general and student sessions, the Chair will choose one Best Presentation. There will be no Best 

Presentation award for group sessions.  

 The award presentation ceremony will be held during the closing party.  

 Poster presentations have been cancelled due to lack of applications, and no award will be presented 

for Best Poster. 

 

3. Meals 

 If you are staying at The K-Hotel (arranged by the AFC), breakfast is included in your accommodation 

plan. Breakfast will be served in The Park Restaurant (Hotel building, 2F) and Uccello (Hotel building, 

1F). Please wear your name tag when going to the restaurant for breakfast.  

 A dinner coupon for use at the hotel restaurants will be provided on 8/24 (Fri) upon registration. 

Note that hotel restaurants close at 10pm. Participants who will arrive after 10pm are advised to 

have dinner before coming to the hotel.   

 When entering the restaurant be sure to show your conference name tag to the restaurant staff.  

 Lunch and dinner on 8/27（Mon） are not included in the registration costs.  

 Family members who are not participating in the conference or participants who would like to attend 

the parties will need to purchase a party ticket from the AFC office in advance. The party ticket costs

4. Useful information 

 

 Always wear your name tag during the conference. 

 Dress code: Casual. It is not necessary wear a necktie or coat. It is not necessary to dress up for 

the parties.   

 Toothbrush and toothpaste are not distributed for free at hotels in Korea. If you do not wish to buy 

a toothbrush from the hotel, please bring your own.  

 Free Wi-Fi is provided throughout The K-Hotel.  

 Seoul will be hot and humid in the latter half of August. If you are participating in the study tours, 

be sure to take precautions and bring a hat or sun umbrella, insect repellent, and so on. Please 

remember to drink enough water and keep hydrated.  

 The hotel will be air-conditioned, and as it may get chilly inside bring a cardigan or other such long-

sleeved attire just in case.  

 220V sockets are most common in South Korea (although 110V are found in 

some hotels). There are a number of different types of plugs – A type (same as 

Japan), SE type and C type plugs are used (the photo shows an SE type plug).  

 Purchasing travel insurance is highly recommended. In the case of emergency 

hospital treatment, you will be asked to pay upfront for medical services. It is 

recommended that you bring extra cash or an international credit card for emergency purposes.

However, note that there is quite a distance to walk to 
the bus stop, and given the waiting time for the shuttlebus it is recommended that you take a 
taxi (which will cost around 4100 won) instead.
