On April 10, 2023 (the 9lst birthday of my father), the 37th Sustainable Shared
Growth Seminar was held in collaboration with the Sekiguchi Global Research

Association (SGRA) of the Atsumi International Foundation (AISF) and the
Institute for Northeast Asian Future. It was held for the first time using a double-
hybrid scheme, that is, a face-to-face seminar with Zoom plus English with
Nihongo without simultaneous translation. The objective for experimenting with
this scheme is to see if we could expand the opportunities for English and
Nihongo speakers to co-participate in the sustainable growth seminars, which
traditionally caters only to English speaking participants.

The topic of this seminar was “East Asian Dynamics,” where we defined East
Asia as consisting of the two East Asias: north and south. As such, it was fitting
that the presenters and discussants came from both East Asias (see bio
sketches below).

Incidentally, this is also the definition that the World Bank used in its East Asian
Miracle (EAM) Report of 1993, which coined the term “shared growth,” the main
theme of the sustainable shared growth seminars. Shared growth refers to a
type of development which achieves a good balance between efficiency and
equity. This report was significant in that it was preceded by several decades of
discussion on equity, which has recently gained popularity with Piketty's
‘Capitalism in the 2Ist Century,” Stiglitzs "The Price of Inequality,” and the
Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs).

While significant in analyzing East Asian dynamics, the EAM report fails to

include two more important dynamics, which were just emerging as the report
was being published. These dynamics, regionalization and decentralization, are
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the subjects of the 37th seminar. Dr. Hitoshi Hirakawa of Kokushikan University
presented the former while | did the latter. He defines regionalization as "a
comprehensive concept that combines regionalism, regional cooperation,
institutionalization, and economic integration.” East Asia as a geographical
definition consists of Northeast and Southeast Asia. |, on the other hand,
defined decentralization as a phenomenon within nations, where the state
essentially empowers sub-national entities through the delegation of political
authority and financial autonomy.

Dr. Hirakawa provides an interesting look at East Asian regionalization that is
rife with Japanese perspective. The earliest attempt towards East Asian
regionalization was through the East Asian Co-Prosperity Sphere, which
eventually failed with the defeat of Japan. The climate then, however, seemed
to have been fertile bed for the development of the Flying Geese model of
Akamatsu Kaname. Although this model was regarded as part of the
propaganda machinery of the Japanese Imperial army during the war, it
regained popularity in the 1980s as a strategically coherent device for
explaining how East Asian economies have been integrated, and could be said
to be even the template for broad integration, such as ASEAN+3 or even the
Regional Comprehensive Economic Partnership, which is more known as RCEP.
Dr. Hirakawa, however, emphasized the important role of ASEAN centrality in
stabilizing such regional integration schemes.

With regards to decentralization, | cited a 2005 report of the World Bank on the
trend towards decentralization since the 1990s within East Asia. My basic thesis
was that regionalization and decentralization could be complementarity rather
than substitutive if states are so properly empowered (neither too weak nor too
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strong) and if there is the existence of a compelling common principle in both
the regional and local levels. | further proposed that the latter exists in the form
of the shared-growth-oriented ODA-FDI-EXIM (export-import) trinity that
Japanese engagement in this region provides. This complements very nicely

the shared growth thrust of decentralization that seeks to create growth poles
outside of the traditional growth centers.

| also considered the possibility that regionalization fails. | cited recent research
in my institution (College of Public Affairs and Development at the University of
the Philippines Los Bafios or CPAf, UPLB) on the important role that the local
government units could play in pushing the ASEAN+3 agenda. One study
proposes either a core-driven approach wherein the pilot cities of the ASEAN
Smart Cities Network could be the engines by which adjacent cities could be
assimilated, or a periphery-driven approach wherein the sub-regional cities
could act as such engines. Another related study was presented in the first
roundtable on Contemplating the World from Southeast Asian Lens held in the
6th Asia Future Conference last August 26-30, 2022. It proposed that the
tendency of regional or international networks, as represented by airline routes,
is not based on shared growth principles and has been shown by the COVID-19
pandemic to be fragile against targeted attacks on the hubs.

Very interesting points were provided by the three discussants that would help
Dr. Hirakawa and | further organize our thoughts on this subject. A commonly
raised point was on the growing disparity within nations that decentralization
appears to have brought about. | agree with this observation since
decentralization could provide a vehicle for increasing the efficiency of local
government units, and, therefore, widen the gap among local government units
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with varying capabilities. Rather than not leveraging these efficiency-

promoting features of decentralization, it would be better, | think, to adopt
additional policies that would mitigate the tendency for inequity, while
enhancing efficiencies through the pro-active pursuit of decentralization. We
could learn here from the self-help effort philosophy of Japan.

We also got valuable comments from the participants, but | felt a bit
disappointed that there were fewer participants from Japanese-speaking
countries than expected. However, | was glad to find out later that someone
involved in community revitalization in Japan, whom | specifically invited,
quietly listened to the seminar up to the end. Perhaps we need to work more on
the structure of the seminar to make it more open to the Japanese-speaking
world. Given its relevance to the seminar theme, | would like to share my
friend’s comments here anonymously:

“This is a seminar of great effort. | think it is an urgent and core issue in the
world today. [Your] aim was not clear to me, so | concentrated on
understanding the concept of each speaker's thoughts. Finally, | could
understand most of the differences and discrepancies in the ideas among
them. | was listening to all of them. | thought about speaking up too, but |
restrained myself, not wanting to confuse everyone. | believe that those who
speak of a collaboration of countries in South Asia plus the U.S. Japan, and
South Koreaq, are thinking only of their own countries, with a military security
mindset. | believe that the world is in danger of self-destruction by nuclear war.
| believe that this ending of the 200-300 year era of modern nations is a good
thing. In the 21st century, we must abandon the thinking and structures of the
20th century and create new thinking and social structures, or we will be
doomed. This means overthrowing the centralized system of power with local

regions, which have supported modern nations but have been demeaned. Now
is the time for local regions to take the lead; creating new communities that
are self-reliant and creating networks beyond national borders; and reforming
the international framework dominated by nuclear-armed nations. The leaders
of the countries that call themselves modern nations will disperse for the sake
of their own interests and security, and in the end, nuclear war will be the last
thing on their minds. | am of this opinion, so | was afraid of causing confusion if
| said this. Please understand.” -Anonymous

The seminar was also an opportunity to recall the roots of SGRA and AISF. SGRA
was formed with the vision of linking Sekiguchi, the birthplace of SGRA and
home to AISF, with the world. The pro-active and kind collaboration of Dr.
Hirakawa and Prof. Gangzhe Li of the Institute for Northeast Asian Future (INAF)
with my fellow Southeast Asians Atty. Damcelle T. Cortes of CPAf, UPLB and Dr.
Jakfar Idrus of Kokushikan University attest to such linking efforts. We are
ultimately not two East Asias but one East Asia.

Moreover, AISF and, hence, SGRA have the motto of contributing to the
promotion of good global citizenship based on the principle of harmony amidst
diversity. The double hybrid scheme of Seminar #37 is, | truly think, a good
move towards this direction. We can be at different locations and speak freely
in our chosen language (English or Japanese) and still be very good friends.
